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CleanKeys Function (fn) Key:  hold this key then touch the other 
color-coded keys to execute CleanKeys-specific commands.

Pause Key:  hold the fn key then touch 
this key to turn off the touch sensor of 
the keyboard (for cleaning).  Repeat to 
turn it back on.

Click Volume:  hold the fn key then touch 
these keys to adjust the volume of the key 
click sound: mute, softer, and louder.  
There are 4 volume levels.  When muted, 
the LED will light above the key.

Sensitivity Adjustment:  hold the fn key 
then touch these keys to adjust the touch 
sensitivity:  low, medium, & high.

Installing
CleanKeys™ is a standard USB keyboard and 
mouse.  Simply plug the cable into an 
available USB port on your computer and 
wait for your operating system to accept it 
as new hardware.  To verify the keyboard is 
working, touch the “caps” key - its red LED 
light should appear.  Touch it again to turn 
off caps lock.  If you wish, you may attach 
the provided tactile dots on the “home keys” 
(F and J).  

Using
Use CleanKeys as you would any other 
keyboard or trackpad.  You may edit 
functions specific to CleanKeys by holding 
down the “fn” (or function) key and 
simultaneously pressing the other keys 
labeled in red in the upper right of the 
keyboard (as shown in the diagram above).

Cleaning
CleanKeys is made from durable Corian® and 
glass, and may be cleaned with anything 
suitable for those surfaces.  For the glass, use 
standard glass cleaner (such as Windex®).  
For the Corian, use any standard counter-top 
cleaners (such as Vim®).  Avoid using 
abrasive cleaners on the glass.  CleanKeys is 
splash-proof, but should not be immersed in 
water.  Be sure to pause the keyboard 
operation before cleaning (see above).  A red 
light will blink indicating keyboard is paused.  
Repeat to un-pause the keyboard. 

Disinfecting
You may disinfect CleanKeys with any 
standard disinfectant solution, including 
CaviCide®, Opti-Cide3®, and SciCan Optim®.   
Be sure to pause the keyboard operation 
before disinfecting (see  above).

Touching
CleanKeys uses touch capacitance technol-
ogy to sense the touch of a human finger.  
That means pressing the keyboard with a 
pencil, for example, won’t activate a key - 
you must use your fingers. You can use 
CleanKeys with surgical gloves, or any type 
of glove, for that matter.  Just adjust the 
touch sensitivity accordingly. 

Mounting
There are two 10-24 mounting inserts on the 
bottom of CleanKeys that are compatible 
with the RAM-Mount 101 system.  You can 
mount it at any angle, including vertical.

Of course, you can also just place CleanKeys 
flat on your counter-top where, when it is 
paused, it can become another flat surface 
you can use if space is limited.   

Trouble-Shooting
Some keys do not work and it only types 
numbers:  the numlock key is on.  Press it to 
release numlock (the LED will turn off).

Touch operation seems sporadic: 
CleanKeys performs an internal calibration 
each time it is turned on to automatically 
adjust to the electrical field around it.  If you 
find that the keyboard is behaving strangely, 
try unplugging it and plugging it back in.

I am typing keys by accident: try reducing 
keyboard sensitivity.  Also, be sure not to 
rest your fingers on the keys.

The key click sound is too loud: you can 
turn down the volume or mute the sound 
completely using the function keys at the 
top-right of the keyboard (see above).
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Numlock:  press the num lock key to use the 
numeric keys overlayed in blue on the 
keyboard.  When active, the numlock LED 
will be on.  Press again to deactivate.

IMPORTANT:
Do not rest your fingers on the keyboard.  If 
you do, it will type each key that you 
touch (since it is a touch-sensitive 
keyboard).  Try holding your fingers just 
above the keys to type.  It takes a few 
minutes to get used to it, but then it 
becomes quite natural.  You may also try 
adjusting the sensitivity until it best meets 
your needs between low, medium, and 
high (see above).
